
The Executive Branch, Office of the President

The President of the Republic of Sierra Leone is the head of state and the head of 
government of Sierra Leone, as well as the commander-in-chief of the Armed 
Forces. The President appoints and heads a Cabinet of ministers (including the Vice 
President), which must be approved by the Parliament. The President of Sierra 
Leone is addressed as His Excellency.

President Ernest Bai Koroma was elected President in 2007. He also contested in 
the 2002 presidential elections, and served as the leader of the parliamentary 
opposition from 2002 to 2007.

His Excellency President Ernest Bai Koroma, the Leader of the All People's Congress 
(APC) and newly elected Head of State in Sierra Leone, is considered by his 
numerous followers all around Sierra Leone and in the Diaspora as The Hope of the 
Future.

Born October 2nd 1953 of APC pedigree in Makeni, Bombali District, Northern Sierra 
Leone, Ernest Bai Koroma is the eldest son of seven children. He attended the 
Sierra Leone Church primary School, Government Secondary School (Boys) 
Magburaka and Fourah Bay College, University of Sierra Leone. He graduated in 
1976 from Fourah Bay College, University of Sierra Leone following which he taught 
at the St. Francis Secondary School in Makeni before joining the Sierra Leone 
National Insurance Company in 1978.

President Koroma moved over to the Reliance Insurance Trust Corporation (Ritcorp) 
in 1985 and became its Managing Director in 1988, a position he outstandingly held 
up to the March 2002 Elections.

H.E. Ernest Bai Koroma's followers will readily inform that he represents the 
grassroots of Sierra Leone and the disadvantaged and they constantly cite his 
unblemished and enviable public record.

Under his leadership, the APC swept virtually all the seats in the Western Area 
during the last Local Government Elections of 2004. This was in spite of the fact 
that some of the Old Guard of the APC dismissed his leadership as a matter of
